Steve Jobs knew his time was short, focused on family first

After years of battling complications arising from his initial bout with cancer, Steve
Jobs learned in February that his time was finally running out. In his final months, he
surrounded himself with those most important to him: his wife and his children.

For the past few months, Jobs had been the recipient of numerous calls and
attempted visits to his Palo Alto, Calif., home, as whispers spread of his worsening
condition, The New York Times reported in an intimate piece on the Apple co-
founder.

Jobs had quietly shared with a few of his closest friends that he thought his time was
becoming short. In the final days leading up to his death this past Wednesday, there
was an incessant stream of phone calls from well-wishers.

Jobs' wife, Laurene, fielded most of the calls, and in the final weeks had confided in
one caller that the former Apple chief was too weak to climb the stairs of his own
house. She apologized to friends, saying that Jobs only had so much energy for
farewells.

"He was aware that his time on earth was limited," close friend Dr. Dean Ornish said.
"He wanted control of what he did with the choices that were left."

Most of that time was spent with his family, the report noted. When Jobs was able to
make it to Apple, he would finish his work for the day and immediately return home for
dinner with his wife and children.

Because of his extreme secrecy, there is little known as to how Jobs' wealth will be
distributed. Many wealthy business leaders leave their estates to foundations or
charity, but there has been no news on how Jobs planned to mete out his roughly $7
billion fortune.

"Everyone always wanted a piece of Steve," an acquaintance told the Times. "He
created all these layers to protect himself from the fan boys and other peoples’
expectations and the distractions that have destroyed so many other companies."

Jobs' home was surrounded by security guards in the months leading to his death,
with two black SUV's blocking his driveway. On Thursday, the two vehicles were
removed, to be replaced by flowers, candles and apples from visitors.

In a Time magazine interview, Jobs' biographer Walter Isaacson asked him why he
had consented to a biography, given how private he was. Jobs replied, "I wanted my
kids to know me," adding that he hadn't always been there for them and he wanted
them to "know why and to understand" what he did.

Jobs gave some insight into his thoughts on "why" in his 2005 commencement speech
at Stanford.

"Death is very likely the single best invention of life," he said. "It is life's change
agent."

The benefit of death is that it allows you to not waste life living someone else's
choices, Jobs went on to explain, adding that the most important thing to have is "the
courage to follow your heart and intuition."

Near the end, Jobs turned his words into practice, choosing to concentrate on his
family and those that depended on him.

"Steve's concerns these last few weeks were for people who depended on him: the
people who worked for him at Apple and his four children and his wife," said Mona
Simpson, Jobs' sister. "His tone was tenderly apologetic at the end. He felt terrible that
he would have to leave us."



Little is known of Steve Jobs' personal life, and he wanted it that way. His obsession
with secrecy continued until the day he died, but perhaps, in death, he will be better
understood. His biography will be released in two weeks, and Time has released a
special issue to commemorate the Apple co-founder.

Jobs' acquaintance, speaking to the Times in anonymity, may have put it best:
"Once you're gone, you belong to the world."

Almost 10 years after launching the first (how seemingly brick-like) iPod, Apple has unveiled
another version of the music player's most successful descendant, the iPhone 4S. But while the tech
press salivates over an even thinner, even speedier device to play Angry Birds on, the more
significant news at Tuesday's press conference was the official launch of Apple's iCloud service
(available Oct. 12).

Cloud computing is all the rage in the tech and media industries right now, even though the
term itself dates back to the 1960s. While the era of the personal computer fostered a reliance on our
own gadgets for our computing needs, today's current cloud services encourage us to shop pieces of
our daily computing activities out to the servers of various tech companies.

Popular cloud-based email programs (like Yahoo or Gmail) and other online document tools
(like Google Docs or Dropbox) have crept into our online activities so gradually that most users barely
realize that much of their data are already in the cloud. A recent study shows that over 69 per cent of



Americans have used some kind of cloud service, even though many of them were not aware of the
term "cloud computing” or what it meant. In other words, it's not that what Apple announced Tuesday
was particularly new. But, as with the iPod and music, Apple's foray into the cloud will be a significant
step in mainstreaming the idea and the practice of cloud computing, particularly with respect to
personal media like music and photos.

At the heart of the push toward cloud computing lies a powerful metaphor. Clouds, on bright
summer days, are big white fluffy things that fill the sky. The cloud is an idealized portrait of what we
expect from our information: it should be always there, wherever we are.

However, the cloud metaphor conceals as much as it reveals. One of the most critical
distinctions of cloud computing is that our software programs, data and media no longer necessarily
reside on our personal machines. They exist out there, in the cloud. In the case of media, this raises
obvious comparisons to radio, cable television, movie rentals, or other arrangements that rely on
broadcasting, subscription or rental rather than outright ownership. So why should we be concerned?

Streaming, subscription and other cloud services enter their users into service agreements that
rent music out for a certain fee or under certain conditions. Compared to music formats, music in the
cloud allows service providers remote control over a user's library and makes our media dependent
on the service in question. Media delivered via the cloud becomes what technology scholar Jonathan
Zittrain calls "contingent,” where goods and devices are rented rather than owned, and subject to
instantaneous revisions that are often beyond the control of consumers.

Amazon's recent "recall" of George Orwell's novels on its Kindle e-book readers is just one of
many examples of the negative consequences of this contingency. After discovering that it had sold
e-book versions of 1984 and Animal Farm without the proper rights, Amazon remotely erased copies
from users' devices. Consumers were understandably annoyed. Although Amazon later admitted the
move was wrong, its actions show how transient and unstable digital media are when they are
governed by remote connections to the cloud.

The move to the cloud will also have implications for how we think of, and relate to, our media
collections. Part of the appeal of a music collection, or any collection, are the traces collectors leaves
behind as they make decisions about their library. Questions about what to keep, what to get rid of,
what to show off, what to hide, in what format, etc. all reveal something about the collector. Even in
the case of digital music, users still need to invest time and effort into tagging songs, organizing them
within folders, etc. In the cloud, many of these activities disappear or are provided by service. Music
collections are instant and pre-selected. They are not compiled and tended to over time. Users are
either part of a service or not. Digital collections in the cloud are digital in the purest sense. They are
a one or a zero, an on/off switch rather than an individually selected expression of one's own personal
relationship with music. As in the past, Apple will nudge users toward its vision of the future by
reminding them of the past. From what we know of iCloud so far, songs, photos and other media will
still reside on your computer or your device as well as in the cloud. This will permit (supposedly)
seamless syncing across all your devices, but you'll still "own" a copy of the media you're consuming.
This may reduce contingency and may still provide a level control over your collection.

But whether we're ready for this new kind of relationship with our media - well, that's
still a bit cloudy Jeremy

TUAW-MORE on how ICLOUD worksy Erica Sadun

During a recent edition of TUAW TV Live, the
guestion of how iCloud works in applications
came up. After some internal consultation, we
came to the conclusion that Apple has fully
announced this feature and that its workings
would not be considered confidential.

In that spirit, here's an introduction to iCloud's
internals summarized from material in my
—~ upcoming iOS 5 Developer's Cookbook

k expanded edition.

In its simplest form, iCloud is merely a special folder. It lives on the iOS device in
/private/var/mobile/Library/Mobile Documents/. That folder hosts all application material that
applications share to the cloud.

Applications have partial permission to read from and write to this folder. That
permission is developer-specific. As with the password keychain, developers can share cloud
data between applications.

For example, all apps developed by App Company X could share, view, and update the
same document set. You cannot share data outside of your developer account. So my apps
cannot see App Company X documents, and vice-versa.

The Mobile Documents folder is monitored by iOS. When files are modified, the device
automatically uploads changes to the cloud. Those changes propagate out to all other devices
registered to the same account. This is handled by a local OS service, and applications aren't
directly involved.

Instead, applications subscribe to a variety of classes and notifications that allow them
to know when changes occur. They can then resolve conflicts to bring local data into harmony
with the iCloud versions.

How developers do this is up to them. They may choose a "most recent change wins"
strategy. Or they may combine changes in some other manner. It's the application's job to
ensure that data presented on one unit matches the data on other units, so long as there is
network communication available to handle that conformance.

The tricky bits happen when a user drops out of communication. For example, you
might edit a to-do list on a plane, when you have no net access, while your partner updates
his or her to-do list in another city. Developers have worked for months on strategies for
combining those changes and updating their documents to honor edits from both parties.

In the end, there's very little in the way of iCloud APIs. It's really just a folder that is
synchronized to offsite-storage. The trick will be how well developers think about different
ways that distance, connection, and time can affect the way documents in that folder must
adapt to user updates.
